FORMULA 2 RACING

The second major change is in the programme. In the earlier
International Trophy Races the regulations called for Formula 1 cars

in which the Italians have had a virtual monopoly. The races were
for cars with engines of 14 litres supercharged or 4,500 c.c. unblown.

But there now remain very few racing stables either here or abroad
interested in this category (since the international formula is being

changed in 1954). So the Daily Express today takes the lead in changing

its International Trophy event to a Formula 2 race. This is a class on

which manufacturers of many countries are now concentrating.

Formula 2 cars are those with 2-litre engines unblown (or 500 c.c.

supercharged). One merit of the change is that it allows many British

stables to compete on equal terms against the best from the Continent.

Most of Britain’s cars are new andspecially designed for the job.

TWO 50-MILE DUELS

Third innovation is the splitting of the International Daily Express

Production Car Race into two distinct categories.

One 50-mile battle on the airfield circuit will be run for touring

The other will be for production sports cars.

This should make the 17-lap speed duels better balanced and, most
important, more exciting for. those lining the course.

WHY FORMULA 2 ?
By Rodney Walkerley

Sports Editor of ‘The Motor’

Since that first race in 1906, the regulations have been altered
from time to time,at intervals of three or four years, so that this or that
aspect of design can be fostered amonginternational automobile designers.
In this way the ordinary car of today, reflecting in due time the lessons
of the racing circuit, has been developed and improved. Almost every
modern innovation we have on our family cars today was born out of
the international Grand Prix regulations!

As time went on the regulations became simpler. Atfirst there
were weight limits, high and low, then fuel consumption limits, then
engine-size limits, then combinations of all these, and the regulations
for any given effective period became known as the Grand Prix Formula.

After the warthere was a Formula which limited cars to 14-litres
(a nominal 12-h.p.) if supercharged or, if unsupercharged, to 44-litres
(a nominal 45-h.p.), it being considered that this made things about even
between the supercharged and unsupercharged car. Weight was left
right out of it and designers were able to get their cars down to the lowest
weight possible until today a 200 m.p.h. car weighs only about a ton in
racing trim.

In 1950, however, it was seen that the building of these cars was

enormously expensive at a time when no one had very much money for
such interesting experiments. A second Formula was therefore intro-
duced—our Formula No. 2—promulgatedto allowfirst-class international
racing with cars costing much less than those of Formula No. 1. This
Formula, under economic pressure, has gradually and steadily come to
the fore until in this year of 1952, far more factories are interested in

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History seems to indicate that whereas each succeeding Formula
has been designed to reduce the size of engines and thus the all-out speed
of the cars, the new cars have ended up a few years later faster than their
antecedents. The modern Formula 1 cars, while having about the same
maximum speed as the cars of double the size before the war, have been

lapping the circuits at higher speeds, although, when the engines first came
down to 1}-litres everyone groaned and said that was the end ofreally
thrilling motor racing.

Much the same has been said today, with this switch from
Formula | to the admittedly slower and less powerful cars of Formula 2,
but already these machines are not very much slower and, asthey. flash
past in action, do not look anyless rapid.

After all, the 1952 four-cylinder Ferrari is giving about 190 horse-
power at 7,000 r.p.m.—which is about 100 h.p. more than an equivalent
touring car would dream of producing—and can exceed 160 m.p.h.
with some ease. This time next year we may expect that a 2-litre will
be batting out over 200 h.p. (which was respectable for an unsuper-
charged 44-litre a few years ago) and reaching 170-180 m.p.h. on a suitable
circuit. We must wait andsee.

Turning to the possibilities in Formula 2 racing we find a very
interesting picture. From Italy come the factory 4-cylinder Ferraris,
backed by a round dozen private owners with 4-cylinder and 12-cylinder
models, and the new 6-cylinder Maserati (plus Enrico Platé’s own
modified version thereof) and. two sizes of O.S.C.A.—1,300 c.c. and
2-litres. In France we have new Simca-Gordinis, the new Sacha Gordine

(no connection with the former but financed by a well-known French
film producer), and the Jicey. In Germany, there is the V-8 A.F.M.
built for Hans Stuck and the Veritas. And in our own country we have

the famous H.W.M., in its new form with De Dion rear suspension
lay-out, the new Alta, the Cooper with Bristol engine, which was the

sensation at Goodwood, the Connaught, the Aston-Butterworth, the.
E.R.A. and a hush-hush car not yet unveiled—seven entirely new racing
cars which can take the field under Formula 2 this season.

So today weare to see the first major Formula 2 race to be run in
this country, with internationally famous drivers at the wheel, fighting
it out against British champions in a race on more even terms than we
have yet seen at Silverstone. And I think you will be a little astonished
at how close the lap speeds are compared with those oflast year.

For a comparison I suggest you turn to page 48 for the speeds
at previous International Daily Express Trophy Meetings.

Te rise of 500 c.c. racing is one of the romances of motor-racing.
These very fast little machines which you see today have completely

dominated International Formula 3 events, and have placed Great
Britain far ahead of any other countryin this popularclass.

It is difficult to realise that in 1946, when 500 c.c. racing was
started by a group of enthusiasts from the Bristol area, there wereless
than half-a-dozen machines in existence—and all of them amateur-built.
Today, there are many, hundreds ofcars being raced all over the world,
andthereare several factories producing them, in addition to the numerous
people who prefer, or by force of circumstances have to, ‘‘ roll their
own.,’’

The real pioneers of the 500 c.c, racing car as we knowit today,
were Colin Strang and Clive Lones. Their home-built little vehicles
first appeared at a Prescott hill-climb in 1946, and began a vogue which
has increased each season. Strang based his car on a Fiat ‘‘ Mouse,”’
placing a Vincent H.R.D. engine in the rear, and driving the rear wheels
via a motorcycle gearbox and chain-sprocket. Lones, on the other
hand, modified an Austin Seven chassis, and put a J.A.P. engine in the
spot normally occupied by the Austin unit, driving it through the normal
transmission,

The Strang Special of 1946 is nowadays generally accepted as
providing the traditional lay-out of the 500 c.c. racing car. Amongst
the better-known ‘‘500’s’’ which follow this design are Cooper, Kieft,
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anated from the Continent.

There is no denying the fact that the modern British ‘‘500’’ is
a very swift piece of machinery. For example, at Grenzlandring, Germany,
in 1951, the Ecurie Richmond Cooper-Nortons of Alan Brown and
Eric Brandon, averaged over 96 m.p.h. for nearly an hour. On the

tricky Goodwood circuit, that great little driver Stirling Moss, lapped
at over 84 m.p.h. with his Kieft-Norton.

That 500 c.c. racing is a first-rate nursery for racing drivers is
understood—the example of Stirling Moss proves that beyondall possible
doubt. On the other hand, several drivers with much experience of
Formula 1 racing, have taken to the smaller class, one example being
Bob Gerard whois familiar to all racing enthusiasts as an E.R.A.driver.

The small Cooper concern of Surbiton was the first to go in for

Originally, the Cooper was a ‘‘one-off’’

production consisting of a couple of Fiat front suspension units joined

together by a light frame, to provide independent springing to all wheels.

Motive power was supplied by a single cylinder J.A.P. engine.

The success of the first Cooper was such that Charles Cooper

and his son John were persuaded to lay down several chassis. Within ©

the short space of a couple of years, the Cooper name was knownthrough-

out the world.

Morerecently, the Kieft has comeinto the limelight. Constructed

originally by Ray Martin, working to designs and ideas supplied

by John A. Cooper, well-known journalist, and Dean Delamont, it was

produced for Stirling Moss. This unconventional machine, with its

triangulated tubular frame, rubber controlled suspension and swing-

axles, provided a sensation when Moss wonthe International Trophy at

Goodwood in 1951—this being the car’s first appearance.

Moss was almost unbeatable with this machine last year, on the

few occasions he was able to race it, and more or less ran away with the

R.A.C. ‘‘ 500 c.c.’’ event at Silverstone. Probably his most remarkable

achievement was in winning the 500 c.c. class at the Freiburg hill-climb,

Germany, and beating the existing class record by the unbelievable

margin of 80 secs. In addition, he was faster than all the Formula 2

machines present, including Hans Stuck’s formidable V-8 A.F.M. The

Kieft is now in series-production at Bridgend, Glam., and many promi-

nent drivers have purchased them.

It will be interesting to see whether or not Coopers can repeat

their 1951 victory in the Daily Express 500 c.c. race, faced by such stern

opposition as is provided by the Kieft contingent, headed by Stirling Moss.

On the other hand, several of the other marques may spring a surprise,

and Clive Lones’s third place with the Bristol-built Iota-J.A.P. last year

must not be overlooked.
